During the first months of 1940, French and British forces chose not to attack Germany.  The French had built the M________ Line- a string of forts, and defensive bunkers along the Franco-German border.

Germany invaded Belgium to avoid the Maginot Line and France fell in just over a month.  British forces were forced to retreat from D_________ into Britain.  By June 1940 France surrenders. Britain was left alone to fight against Hitler.  Germany attacked Britain by air in a three-month battle known as the Battle of Britain.

Minorities in the War: African Americans

Racial discrimination in the military persisted, with black soldiers serving in s_________________ units.  
This would last until Harry Truman desegregated the military in 1948.  

During the Great Depression, African Americans had suffered from even higher levels of unemployment than the rest of the country. As the nation prepared for war, there was fear that African Americans might remain e___________ from new jobs.

The “Double _________Campaign,” as it was called, stood for two victories for black Americans: a victory at home against Jim C________ and a victory abroad against the Nazis.

Philip Randolph-A. Philip Randolph came up with the idea of holding a “M______ on W_____________” in favor of jobs for African Americans. The m______ was scheduled to be held on July 4, 1941, when more than 100,000 participants were expected to attend. President Roosevelt did not want the image of dissatisfied African Americans marching down Washington’s streets just as he was preparing the nation for war.

The plan was to exterminate Europe’s Jews by shooting them next to trenches they had been forced to dig themselves.
When this proved to be too slow, the Nazi’s built over 1,000 concentration camps across Europe. These death camps would kill over 6 million Jews and another 6 million people the Nazis considered as “Untermensch ” or subhuman.  It was murder on a grand scale.

In addition to saving American lives (as well as, arguably, Japanese lives), Truman also saw the need to end the war quickly in order to avoid a l________ invasion of Japan.  The Soviets had mobilized on the Pacific Front and had already invaded northern Korea.  A land invasion would have required Soviet assistance and would have resulted in Soviet occupation of Japan.  The bomb also displayed the power of American military technology to the Soviets.  This set the stage for the Cold War nuclear arms race.
