[image: ]1957, Pres. Eisenhower signed into law the Civil _______ Act of 1957 to increase African American voter participation in the South.
Various ‘Jim Crow’ laws had limited the ability of blacks to vote without paying a poll _ ____ __    or passing a literacy   _________.
The Act created a Civil Rights Commission giving federal courts the power to register African American voters.
Registration procedures were so complex that the act proved to be ineffective, but it helped set the pattern for later civil rights legislation.
