Municipal Reforms 
Some Progressives focused on the abuses found at the M_____________, or city level of government.
Progressives wanted to limit the control of ‘political ___________’ and get rid of corruption and inefficient government.
They wanted to replace the ‘bosses’ & ‘machines’ with real p___________ servants such as mayors, city managers (usually appointed by the mayor with consent of the city council or commission, and city commissions or councils elected by the people.
Reformers wanted to expand city services to deal with overcrowding, fire hazards, and sanitation issues.

[image: ]a tight leash (government regulations) but NOT direct government control or ownership (n____________).  The BAD trusts had to be crushed by breaking them up into smaller companies (to create more competition). The good trusts had to be REGULATED NOT CONTROLED nor broken up.

Conservation of Natural Resources
TR was a big game hunter but, conservation of natural resources was important, and he stopped the government from selling off public lands and added millions of acres to the national parks and forests through Executive Order.  He declared many sites national monuments.
Appointed Gifford P___________________, a conservationist, head of the National Forestry Service.
William Howard Taft 1909 – 1912 was TR’s VP (Vice-President) and became fast friends, until…….
Roosevelt supported Pres. Taft, until Taft began doing things not considered to be a part of the Progressive agenda.
Taft was nominated for President again in 1912, but Teddy decided to run a____________ him.
[image: ]Roosevelt started his own third party called the Bull M___________ Party.
[image: ]But, Teddy’s 3rd Party split the votes in the Republican Party and neither Taft nor Roosevelt would win in 1912. It went to the Democrat Woodrow Wilson.  





[image: ]Woodrow Wilson 1912 – 1916 (Democrat)
The split between Roosevelt and Taft allowed the Democratic nominee Woodrow Wilson to win the 1912 Presidential election.

Underwood Tariff –

Antitrust Legislation –
