Vietnam the Early Years
Since 1887, F_________ controlled the colony of Vietnam in SE Asia Vietnam.
By 1945, Communist leader H___ C___ M_____ led a war of independence for Vietnam.

Vietnam won independence from France in 1954 after defeating the French at the battle of Dien Bien Phu but was divided along the ____th parallel as agreed upon in the G_________ Accords.

Vietnam and LBJ, 1963-1968
In 1964, a North Vietnamese gunboat attacked the USS Maddox in the Gulf of Tonkin
Congress responded with the G______ of T________ R________ which gave Lyndon Johnson broad powers to “defend Vietnam at any cost”. This led to a massive e_______________ of the war in Vietnam.
Later it was revealed that the U.S. ship was actually in North Vietnamese waters with a South Vietnamese ship that was bombing North Vietnam.  More on this with the Pentagon Papers.
Pres. LBJ used the powers given to him by Congress under the Gulf of _________ Resolution to e__________ or increase US involvement in Vietnam.  By the end of 1968 US had 500,000 combat troops.
In “Operation Rolling Thunder,” the U.S. military began bombing North Vietnam

Diplomacy – Nixon started negotiations with China and Russia to pressure North Vietnam into a peace agreement.  This new diplomatic initiative was called d______________ or the easing of hostilities or strained relations especially among countries. May 1972.

Anti-War Movement Increases
When Americans found out about Nixon’s attacks on C________& L_______, it set off the largest protest in U.S. history.
250,000 people, mostly students on college campuses, protested the war & some protests turned violent.

Pentagon Papers
In 1971, the P__________ Papers were leaked to the public, they showed that US gov had been lying to the U.S. people about how the war was going in Vietnam and how it started since 1945. Pres. Nixon attempted to stop the New York Times from publishing the leak on the basis of national security and the case was heard in the Supreme Court, New York Times Co. v United States 1971
In this ruling, the Court established a “heavy presumption against p_________ restraint,” even in cases involving national security. This means that the Court is very likely to find cases of government c__________ unconstitutional. New York Times Co. v. United States was a major victory for freedom of the p________.
The American people now more than ever d____________ their government after reading about the Pentagon Papers.
Legacy of the Vietnam War
Deaths – 58,000+ Americans died and over 1 million Vietnamese had been killed.
War expenses stopped domestic aide programs like the G_________ Society. 
The war changed foreign US foreign policy.
C_____________ ended as Americans became cautious of the U.S. role in the world.
_______________ Resolution (Act) 1973 – put limits on a president’s ability to send troops to fight overseas without approval from Congress.
War Powers Act 1973:  Limiting the President’s War Powers
Within ____hours of committing US troops overseas, the President must make a report to C_________.
The troops must be withdrawn within _____ days, unless C_________ authorizes a longer commitment with a further 30-day withdrawal period, without a C________________ authorization for use of military force (AUMF) or a declaration of war by the United States.
Congress could _________ funding for any further operations other than to bring the troops home.

Confidence in the government had been destroyed.  The American people did not trust their government.
Many Americans were disillusioned with government and led to a crisis in c______________.  Resulted in little to no  t______ in government.



Legacy of the Vietnam War: The Fall of Saigon 1975
In 1973, the U.S. & North Vietnam agreed to a c_______ fire & the U.S. withdrew troops from Vietnam.
[image: ]Nixon’s plan of Vietnamization had reduced US t_________ presence in South Vietnam.
Nixon pulled out the remaining troops and North Vietnam released its P_________ of W________ (POWS).  Many American soldiers remained MIA or missing in action.
The Fall of Saigon
[image: ]By 1975, it was clear the South Vietnamese army was not able to stop the North’s invasion.
S___________, the South’s capital city fell as the Communists took over as the last Americans left. 
By 1975, Communist North Vietnam took over South Vietnam prompted thousands to flee.  Known as the “boat” people, many immigrated to the USA.
